Grant funds should not be used to supplant funds from the organization’s operating budget.  Grants range from $500 to $3,000 with the average being $1,000.  Applications are reviewed once a year and are due to the Greater Green Bay Community Foundation by 5 p.m. on or before June 15.  Grant recipients will be announced within eight weeks of deadline.
